Returning from Galle – look out for the Panadol sign as the bus turns right – bus almost immediately crosses over canal bridge. Get up and off straight away. Walk up road to the Buddhist Flag sign on wall facing you on opposite side of road – also a vertical Tailors sign right next to it. That is at the bottom of the lane home.

Prices are one way. Tuk tuk/3 wheeler prices are Siri’s prices. Other driver’s prices may be more.
Visiting Siri and his Family
If you decide to visit Siri’s home, despite it being at least 7kms, he only charges 300R for the round trip. He and his wife and two children are so pleased when people visit them. He will also show you the house and land he owned before he sold it to pay for his daughter’s medical treatment. During your visit, they will give you a drink of soda. Siri will disappear to get this at the beginning of your visit. They will also probably give you some fruit. It’s kind if volunteers take a small gift for the family – something they wouldn’t normally have. You could buy things at the supermarket at Karapatiya or in Galle. Siri and his wife will show you around their house and you may take photos, but it is polite to ask. If you take one of the family it would be great if you would get it printed for them in Galle and give it to Siri at the end of one of his working days at the house.
It’s a good idea to take Janaka’s daughter Samadhi with you. She loves to see Dinili, Siri’s daughter, and she will act as an interpreter for you as the family doesn’t speak English.
